1. Call to Order
Mr. Reb Williams, 1st Chair established a quorum, read the objectives of the Committee and called the meeting to order at 1:35 p.m.

Mr. Jim Godfrey arrived at this time.
2. Approval of the Agenda
Mr. Rick Hoover made a motion to approve the agenda as presented, seconded by Dr. Jim Null. The motion carried unanimously.
3. Public Comment Period for Items Not on the Agenda
Mr. Tom Peterson, Director of the Colorado Asphalt Pavement Association, mentioned that he was a great supporter and worked closely with the PPRTA member government staffs to make the best investment for the projects. 

Mr. Rick Hoover wanted to clarify that CONO (Council of Neighbors and Organizations) does not take a position on either side regarding the North End Transit issue. 
4. Approval of Minutes from the July 6, 2016, Regular Meeting
Mr. Joan Lucia-Treese made a motion to approve the July 6, 2016 regular meeting minutes as presented, seconded by Mr. Brian Wess. The motion carried unanimously.
5. Financial Reports
A. Monthly Financial Report
Ms. Beverly Majewski, Pikes Peak RTA Financial Manager, presented the financial reports. The PPRTA received $7,843,928 in May 2016 sales and use tax receipts, which was $745,778 or 10.5% above the monthly budget, and 6% above the same period in 2015 year to-date. 
B. Capital Renewal Project Revisions
Ms. Majewski provided a detailed overview of the capital renewal project revisions and the cost estimates for the list of projects. Ms. Majewski asked the members to find a fair way of addressing requests for the cost increases.

In August of 2012 the PPRTA Capital renewal list was approved by the Board. At the time, an estimate for each project was prepared by the member governments without the advantage of engineering design. Now four years later with more information and in some cases engineering design, some member governments’ staff members are requesting increases in total project costs. The PPRTA staff requested that the CAC and the Board discuss and develop a process by which total project costs may be increased and the amounts approved. At last week’s CAC meeting the CAC had a lengthy discussion and decided to postpone a recommendation until their September meeting.
