1. Call to Order
Chair Jim Godfrey established a quorum, read the objectives of the Committee and called the meeting to order at 1:30 p.m.
2. Approval of the Agenda
Ms. Tom Rogers made a motion to approve the agenda, seconded by Mr. Tom Vierzba. The motion carried unanimously.
3. Public Comment Period for Items Not on the Agenda
Mr. Jim Godfrey expressed his concern regarding some contracts and task orders. The consensus of the CAC was that Mr. Godfrey should present his concerns to the Policy Group at the May 11 lunch meeting.
4. Approval of Minutes from the March 2, 2016, Regular Meeting
Mr. Reb Williams made a motion to approve the April 6, 2016 regular meeting minutes as presented, seconded by Mr. Brian Wess. The motion carried unanimously.
5. Financial Reports
Ms. Beverly Majewski, Pikes Peak RTA Financial Manager, presented the financial reports. The PPRTA received $6,493,129 in February 2016 sales and use tax receipts, which was $639,382 or 9.8% above the monthly budget, and 8.2% above the same period in 2015. The next month’s amended budget will have an additional $3,000,000 of revenue added to the 2016 estimate for 2016. 
6. 2016 Capital, Maintenance, and Public Transportation Contracts
A. City of Colorado Springs Request for Capital Projects Line Item Transfer
Ms. Kathleen Krager, City of Colorado Springs Engineering Staff, requested a positive recommendation to decrease the Pikes Peak Reconstruction project by $1,500,000 and transfer the amount to the Woodmen CFI project. 

Ms. Cindy Tompkins made a motion to recommend approval to move forward with the transfer of funds as requested, seconded by Mr. Rick Hoover. The motion carried unanimously.
B. City of Colorado Springs
Ms. Kathleen Krager, City of Colorado Springs, requested a positive recommendation for the following contracts:
1) CMS, Capital/PPRTA II (Midland Elementary-Safe Route to School): $243,884.00 ($216,782.37 grant/$27,101.63 PPRTA)
2) T-P Enterprises, Maintenance/PPRTA II (On-Call Landscape Maintenance): $150,000.00
3) Wildcat Construction Company, Inc., Capital/PPRTA II (Woodmen Road Widening Project): $31,349,374.00 (19,669,608 PPRTA/$11,679,766 Grant/CSU)
4) Contech Engineered Solutions, LLC, Capital/PPRTA II (Citywide Intersection Improvements PH I): $255,250.00
Ms. Joan Lucia-Treese made a motion to recommend approval of the proposed contracts #1- #4, seconded by Mr. Brian Wess. The motion carried unanimously.

5) TBD, Maintenance (Paint Truck Purchase): Approximately $500,000.00

There was a motion by Mr. Brian Wess, seconded by Mr. Tom Vierzba, to approve such a motion. The motion carried unanimously.

Mr. John Clack, El Paso County, requested a positive recommendation for the following contracts:

2) Schmidt Construction Company, Maintenance (2016 Asphalt Maintenance Materials: asphalt patching): $300,000.00
3) Suncor Energy (USA), Maintenance (2016 Emulsified Asphalt: chip sealing): $725,000.00
